Scholars may undertake up to six months of a fully 

funded international fellowship.

A monthly stipend of `48,000 is provided to 

candidates holding a 4-year Bachelor's degree along 

with a 2-year Master's degree (such as MTech).

Candidates with a 4 or 5-year degree (such as BTech 

or MSc) receive a monthly stipend of 42,000 in the `

first year, and 48,000 in subsequent years.`
